What Can You Do To Help Your Student in 8th Grade English?

Whether you have a struggling student or a highly successful one, every student needs a little outside help and encouragement. You can help by simply showing an interest in your student’s work. Keep up to date on you student’s assignments and grades. Praise good effort and noticeable improvement – these are more important than letter grades. Step in with suggestions if your student seems to be lost, behind, or confused.
Here are some very specific things you can do with and for your student:

Be aware of and be sure you both understand the class rules, requirements, and policies. These are explained on the class overview that was brought home on the first day of school. Look at your student’s homework. Often just knowing you’ll ask to see homework will motivate your student to do it on time and well. This is a good time to offer compliments (or, if needed, consequences).
