Reading is an important part of the Kaffie Middle School way of life. Students read their library books 20 minutes in Language Arts class, 10 minutes in each of their other classes: U.S. history, Science, Math, and Elective classes. Our team strives through a shared effort to stress the importance of reading. It should be a personal goal for students to read 20 minutes every evening at home. This effort should increase the student’s reading level.  As students test and pass tests with a score over 85, their reading level will increase accordingly.

Attached is ________________’s STAR test score, which includes a Grade Equivalent (GE) _______ and a reading (ZPD) range of _________. The grade equivalent shows the grade level and month of a student’s reading level based on STAR. A student with a reading level of 8.2 is reading at an 8th grade level, 2nd month of school. The ZPD range is intended to be a comfortable reading range for your child – neither too easy nor too difficult. 

Students are required to earn points EACH six weeks based on the number of points assigned to each book. Those points will translate into a grade to be averaged into the student’s six weeks average.

10 Point Goal – for students whose reading level is below 7.5

15 Point Goal – for students whose reading level is between 7.5 and 8.5

20 Point Goal – for students whose reading level is above 8.5

Students will also be taking the GATES McGinitie, which also measures reading ability.
