Never use full names and addresses, phone numbers etc. of students in the pictures. 


We suggest that you do not use too many images on each of your web pages, the more images you have on a web page, the longer it takes people to download your page. If people have to wait too long for your page to download on their computer they will be less likely to look at your page. 
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How to create a web page





Start Microsoft FrontPage 2000 


Click the "Page" button (left hand side of page) – 


Click on the "New Page" button on the toolbar 


Or you could choose a template by choosing "File", "New", "Page" and a list of templates will be available- The template will contain text and images that you can edit
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How to make a new web site

Choose which web type you would like-Name your web site (A:\your name) 


Click the "OK' button. Click on the "Folders" button on the left side of the screen


Your first page is called "inde'x-.htm" by default; double click on this name to open it.
