Adding graphics to your Web page


There is a difference between images, files and clipart. Images are pictures from another Web site, files are images that you have saved from other Web sites and clipart is graphics such as cartoon characters from a disk or your computer. Usually your program will have some clipart already on it.

To insert clip art


FrontPage includes the Microsoft Clip Gallery, a tool for previewing and inserting clip art, pictures, sounds, video clips, and animations.


Click the page where you want to insert the clip art.


Click on "Insert", "Picture", "Clip Art"


In the Clip Art Gallery select a picture, sound file, or motion clip.


Select the "Insert Clip" button and the clip art will be inserted.

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To insert an image


Click the page where you want to insert the image.


Click on the "Insert Picture From File" button on the toolbar.


Click on the "File" button Oust above the word scan, bottom right corner of the dialog box)


Find the file or folder that the file is located in and highlight the file


Click "OK' to insert the image.

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To save an image from the World Wide Web


Once you have found an image on the Web, you can save it and insert it into your web page.


Right click on the image you want to save


Choose "Save" from the menu that appears


 I suggest saving the file in a folder called "Pictures". You might have to set the folder up on your computer.


You can use these images anytime you want on your web page.

To resize an image


To make an inserted image fit on the page, you can resize it by changing its height and width proportions.


Click the image to select it. When an image is selected, size handles display at each of its corners and sides. To resize the image, do one of the following:


Click the left mouse button and drag a size handle. When the image is the size you want, release the mouse button. If you drag a corner handle, the image is resized proportionally and the aspect ratio of the image is preserved. If you drag a side handle, the image will be distorted.


Note: Changing the size of an image can deteriorate the quality and appearance of the image, even if it was resized proportionally. To resample an image after resizing it, click the resized image to select it and then click the Resample button on the image toolbar.

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To animate one or more page elements


Select the text that you want to animate.


Click on "View", "Toolbars", "DHTML Effects" (dock the toolbar at the top of the screen)


On the DHTML effects toolbar choose the event that you want to use that starts the animation.


The "Apply" menu will list several options that you can choose from, choose one of the options.


 Choose a setting for the animation from the "Settings menu" (Settings are not available for all options)
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
