
Greek Roots

Most modern English words originated from other languages. The Greek roots that follow will unlock the meaning of many English words. These may form the basis for a vocabulary-building course. Roots are taught successfully in families such as microscope and periscope to illustrate that scope means "see".

Latin Roots

English has an Anglo-Saxon base (like Germans) that was spoken by the common folk in Britain. But the learned conquerors were Roman and spoke with many borrowed Greek words. Thus, the more cultured language of Britain grew from Latin. Learning Latin roots will be a considerable advantage.

Prefixes
Prefixes are small but meaningful letter groups added before a base word or root. Prefixes change the meaning of a word. Knowing the meaning of these prefixes, together with the meaning of common base words is beneficial to understanding the meaning of words.

Suffixes 

Suffixes are letter groups that are added to the end of a base word or root. Suffixes can add information to the meaning of the word.
