Irony: 
There are three kinds of irony.

	With verbal irony, a writer or speaker says one thing and means something entirely different. For example, a writer might say of a character who has just taken several clumsy falls on the ice, "What a fine skater he turned out to be!"

	With dramatic irony, a reader or an audience perceives something that a character in the story or play does not know.

	Irony of situation involves a discrepancy between the expected result of an action or situation and its actual result. Irony of situation occurs in O. Henry's "The Ransom of Red Chief' when Red Chief's kidnappers pay ransom to get rid of the boy.
