

Novel Study Web Page: 
Web Page Title: This creative and original title must be created in some way from the title of the book or the theme of the book. (5 points) 

Web Page Design: The web page may be done at home or on campus, however it is advised that you bring your disk with you to class on Friday afternoons when we are using the computers in the Reading Lab. You must use Netscape Composer, which is a component of Netscape Communicator. You must save your work on a floppy disk, which is to be turned in along with a hard copy of the material.
Web Page Elements: Your page must include the standard Independent Novel Study requirements, a background that does not distract from the readability of the page, graphics that have to do with the novel, and an email address to which at which you may be contacted. If you do not currently have an email address, let me know your desired screen name, and I will create one for you.

Design your own T-shirt.

1. Get an old (or new, if you prefer) plain white T-shirt or man’s undershirt. Use permanent ink markers, fabric paints, glitter, sequins (the sky’s the limit here, folks).

2. Fill the T-shirt with favorite lines from the novel; also include appropriate designs as well. The T-shirt should have nary a blank area once it is completed. 

3. Display the T-shirt on a poster board
We’ll conduct a fashion show in AP English class to choose the best tee. Maybe we’ll even take our fashion show to the other Pre-AP classes or put them on display to view your creativity.

 Hint:   Put a sheet of newspaper between the layers of your T-shirt when working with markers and paints. When printing on the shirt, keep the fabric taut. Use lots of bright colors, and take your time.

Multimedia Presentation

You will have an opportunity to create a multi-media project, a slide presentation or video that revolves around a theme, idea, or emotion from your novel and/or from the events and elements of fiction.  Your focus may be something which amuses, puzzles or intrigues you...or all of the above. While allowing you great freedom of choice, this unit has specific requirements and guidelines throughout the period of study. The final stage of your independent study will be an exhibition, or demonstration of what you have accomplished.
Requirements:

You must have a minimum of 12 slides. 
Slides must include graphics (i.e. clipart, photos, or video).

Slides must include relevant and substantial information.

Presentation must summarize (using key words) information from novel study.
