The Diary of Anne Frank

	It has been said that because one man lived, 55 million people died. That man was Adolf Hitler, leader of the Nazi party and dictator of Germany from 1933 to 1945. An evil person with an unquenching thirst for power, Hitler led his country and the world into a second global war that was a nightmare beyond comparison. No other war ever caused so much destruction and death.

Hitler waged war for two reasons: to rule the world and to make all conquered peoples the slaves of the "master" German race." He came very close to accomplishing both of these goals.

Most of the 55 million people who died in the war were soldiers, prisoners of war, and civilians living in combat zones. All these war-related deaths are called casualties. However, the Nazis killed one group of people not because they were the enemy, but because they were Jews. This was deliberate murder.

People had tried to destroy one another in wars before, but Hitler's crime against the Jewish people was unique in scope, force, and organization. In fact, his crime provided our dictionaries with a new word, genocide, the planned, systematic killing of an entire racial or cultural group of people.

Why did Hitler have Jews murdered? His hatred of this minority group cannot be explained. It consumed his mind like a dreadful disease. For seven years after he came to power, he sent his men to harass Jews, steal their possessions, force them into slavery, and starve them. But slavery, he decided was too good an existence for Jews. 

In 1941, Hitler's mania went berserk; he decided Jews were even unfit for life. He ordered his Nazis to kill systematically, every last Jew in Europe. He almost accomplished that goal.

The allies brought the German armies to defeat just four years after Hitler's order to kill. By then, 6 of the 9 million Jewish men, women, and children of continental Europe were dead. One and a half million of the children had been under the age of fourteen. All the victims had been starved, tortured, shot, gassed, or burned to death.

After the war, the Allies captured and punished many Nazi war criminals for this terrible crime. The word holocaust means "a fire that causes total destruction." Because this mass killing of Jews was like a great fire burning everything and everyone in its path, the term Holocaust is used to describe it.
Were Jews the only ones to suffer? No. Brutal Nazi murders had extended to at least five million other innocents. Victims included Russians, Poles, Czechs, Slavs, Gypsies, and others whom the Nazis called "inferior" races. Only Jews and Gypsies were slated for extinction, however. The Hitlerites killed 200,000 Gypsies of all ages without any pangs of conscience.

Of all of the 11 million victims, though, Jews were the most persecuted. Only for them had Hitler's killers formed searching parties. A railway system was organized to remove them from every European country controlled by the Nazis. Especially for them were death camps built in Poland with special equipment to handle murder on a grand scale.

Was the Jewish slaughter solely a German crime? No. It was a Nazi crime. All Germans were not Nazis. Nor were all Nazis Germans. Many Europeans besides Germans joined the Nazi party. Others who held prejudices against Jews collaborated with Nazi Jew hunters and turned their Jewish neighbors in. And still others in Europe and the free world who were in a position to help the victims stood by and did nothing. So the responsibility of the Holocaust crosses nationality lines and reaches beyond the actual perpetrators of the crime.

	Who is Anne Frank?

Anne Frank was a German Jewish girl who fled from Germany when Hitler came to power in 1933. She and her family took refuge in Amsterdam, Holland. Unfortunately, they had not run far enough. In 1940, Hitler's armies invaded and captured the Netherlands.

Soon after, the Nazis began their round up of Jewish families. That was when the Franks and four other Jewish refugees decided to go into hiding. Desperately hoping to avoid capture, they hid from the Nazis like trapped animals in fear of hunters. For over two years, they remained shut in a hidden Amsterdam apartment they called the Secret Annexe.

When her family went into hiding, Anne Frank was thirteen years old. She kept a diary of everything that happened during those two years of secret living.

That her diary survived the war is almost a miracle. To hide their crimes against the Jewish people, the Nazis tried to destroy all records of their terrible deeds. A Gestapo police sergeant actually held Anne's diary right in his hands. Had he known what it was, he'd have destroyed it in a minute. Luckily, he overlooked it.

Over 200 other diaries written by Jews during the Nazi persecution have also survived the war. All are moving accounts of this period. However, none has become as famous as Anne Frank's books. Nor has any writer of those other logs touched the hearts of so many people around the world. Thirteen million readers in 52 nations have pored over Anne's pages of memories. Her story has also reached audiences from television, movie screens, and stages everywhere. Anne Frank has truly become a legend.

Why do millions find The Diary of a Young Girl by Anne Frank so fascinating? No doubt there are many reasons, but two stand out: her readers get a firsthand look at how evil people are and how good people are.
Hitler and his Nazis were, without question, cruel and evil. On the other hand, many good, unselfish people helped Jews to hide and risked their own lives in doing so. And when we speak of goodness in people, there is Anne Frank herself.

At the end of two years of hiding indoors, Anne desperately missed breathing the fresh outside air. She missed it so much that she used to try to sniff it through a crack in a closed window of the Annexe. Even though she and others endured hardships like that, she wrote at the end of her diary, "In spite of everything, I still believe that people are really good at heart."
