10. CLICK the folders until you find INDEX.HTML

11. OPEN INDEX.HTML

12. After the file opens, click FILE then SAVE AS INDEX2.html
13. In My Documents, FIND the web you just named _________
14. CLICK SAVE.
ADDING THE FLASH INTRO:
1. On the Toolbar, Click FILE then OPEN

2. Browse to MY COMPUTER then CDROM Drive (D-Drive)

3. CLICK the folders until you find FLASH______
4. OPEN INDEX.HTML
5. Click FILE then SAVE AS 

6. Save the file with your web in MY DOCUMENTS

7. On the Toolbar, Click FILE then OPEN

8. Browse to MY COMPUTER then CDROM Drive (D-Drive)

9. CLICK the folders until you find FLASH______ folder 
10. On the bottom of the dialog box, click FILES of TYPE

11. Choose ALL FILES

12. Highlight the FILE with the .swf extension (Example: index.swf). 

13. Right Click and copy the file.

If you have a floating text page: 1. Click FILE, OPEN 2. Choose D-Drive 3. Open yourfloatingtext.html 4. Click FILE then SAVE AS – save the file in your web. 5. Type in the floating text file. 6. Publish WEB (publish the floating text file.





To use Flash Intros


Each intro is named index.html to be the starting place of your website. After the intro is over it will go to 'index2.htm'or "index2.html" when the user clicks on the appropriate link. So you need to name the first page of your website after the introduction 'index2.html'and the flash "index.html". If the index.html does not work, change it to index.htm in the FOLDER view of FrontPage and upload index.htm again.
