1. THE BOOK AND I: Sometimes when you read a book it makes you think about your own life. Discuss what is in the book and what the character experienced that you have also.
2. CHARACTER MAP: Write about the character in the novel. You can include character traits, descriptions, actions, and anything else you think is interesting. To guide you, think of three words that would describe that person. Give examples from the story to prove you point.
3. FEELINGS: Sometimes a book may be funny, sad, scary, serious, exciting etc. Choose a feeling you experience when you read the book. Give at least three situations to support your opinion, Direct quotes (with the page number) will make your responses far more powerful.
4. AUTHOR'S CRAFT: Authors use special words, create pictures in your mind, make you wish you could write like they do, use funny language, or write good dialogue. Give at least five examples of the author style of writing that you'd enjoyed in the novel. Write the page numbers next to your description(s).
5. COMPARE/CONTRAST: You can tell how two things are alike or different. Some ideas are: two characters; two books; yourself and a character; a book and a movie; a character in this book and a character from another book you've read. Give at least three examples of any two things that share similarities and differences.
6. IF I WERE THE AUTHOR: If I were the author, I would have written a certain part of the book differently. Explain what part you would change, why you would change it and complete a draft of "your" part of the novel.
7. SUSPENSE: Write about what the author does to create suspense and makes you want to read on to find out what will happen. Give at least one example of a suspenseful part you read and explain what makes it so suspenseful.
8. IT SEEMS REAL: Write about how the author makes the story seem possible and probable even though he/she has created a make believe world, far different from your own. Make a list of at least five examples and support your conclusions by using the text.
9. **PEOPLE CHANGE: Tell how a main character changed during the course of the story. Describe the change, and tell what you think caused the change in him/her.
10. **PREDICT: As a young reader, you probably have wondered what happened to the characters after the book ended. Write a summary of what you would include if YOU were to add one more chapter.
