Correcting Errors in a Student's Writing

Lim Boon Seah, 42, was stabbed twice in the chest before dying in the living room of his rented HDB apartment on Commonwealth Avenue. Mr Lim, who was single, lived alone. A colleague, Mr Zainal Abidin, 38, called the neighbourhood police post when Mr Lim failed to respond to his loud knocking at 8.00am on Saturday. Police officers forced the door. Detective Inspector Vijay Singh, the chief investigating officer, appealed to members of the public for assistance: "We need witnesses. Please don’t be afraid to come forward. You can help us find the murderer." Mr Lim was a popular driver on the 154 bus route. Only last year he received an award for his assistance to an elderly passenger who suffered a temporary loss of memory and could not remember her destination. Mr Lim is survived by three brothers and a sister.
