a.  Static – These are generally considered minor characters.  They do not 

change much during the course of a story.  Terry’s mother in “Stop the Sun” is an example of a static character.


b.  Dynamic – These characters (usually main characters, especially the 



protagonist) grow and change throughout a story.  Both Terry and 



his father in “Stop the Sun” are examples of dynamic characters.
