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Responses will vary. Possible responses are provided.
1. Students might describe asking a parent or teacher for

information and not getting clear answers.
2. Students might describe something a parent did that

they found embarrassing.
3. Students might describe hiding from a parent or anoth-

er person to avoid an awkward or embarrassing situa-
tion.

4. Students might describe getting into a situation and
then deciding they would rather not have started 
into it.

5. Students might describe listening to or viewing an
account of warfare, of a riot, or of a natural disaster.

6. Students might describe gaining an insight into some-
one else’s problems and thus becoming more sympa-
thetic to that person’s point of view.
